Children focus on poetry and build on their previous work in Year 1 to include the ‘secret strings of poetry’ in different types of poems such as shape, list and write poems around a given theme. Children look at the poem ‘People need people’ by Benjamin Zephaniah. Children then develop their understanding of the features of a non-fiction text. Writing will be linked to the science topic of animals. Children research and produce writing that includes explanation and report writing.

	Reading/Phonics: Little Wandle Letters and Sounds Progression and Planning/National Curriculum for Spelling  

Reading Word-level  
Children re-cap on all phase 5 phonemes to consolidate their phonic knowledge. They also revisit all alternative graphemes/spellings for each phoneme, including alternative pronunciations.
They consolidate their ability to read and write tricky exception words from year 1 and start to look at other tricky exception words. They Continue to apply phonic knowledge and skills as the route to decode words until automatic decoding has become embedded and reading is fluent.
Reading Comprehension:
Children answer questions in discussion with the teacher and make simple inferences. They can explain what has happened so far in what they have read. They demonstrate and understanding of books they read and books they listen to. They discuss favourite parts, words and phrases. They develop pleasure in reading, motivation to read, vocabulary and understanding by recognising simple recurring literary language in stories and discuss the sequence of events in books. Children check their reading makes sense to them, correcting any inaccurate reading. Children explore a range of high quality, diverse texts to engage and support pleasure for reading. 

	Reading/Phonics: Little Wandle Letters and Sounds Progression and Planning/National Curriculum for Spelling  

Children continue to consolidate all phoneme and alternative graphemes in phase 5. Children also explore other spelling patterns linked to the National Curriculum. They read and write words with common prefixes/suffixes and tricky exception words. They continue to develop reading fluency, without overt segmenting and blending, to allow them to focus on their understanding rather than on decoding individual words. They re-read books, sounding out unfamiliar words accurately, to build up fluency and confidence in word reading. They sound out most unfamiliar words accurately, without undue hesitation.
Reading Comprehension: 
Children continue to answer questions and make some inferences, as well as explain what has happened so far in what they have read. They continue to check it makes sense to them, correcting any inaccurate reading. They start to show understanding by predicting what might happen on the basis of what has been read so far. They participate in discussion about books, poems and other works that are read to him/her and those that he/she can read for himself/herself, taking turns and listening to what others say and continue to build up a repertoire of poems learnt by heart, appreciating these and reciting some, with appropriate intonation to make the meaning clear. They develop pleasure in reading, motivation to read, vocabulary and understanding by exploring poetry, stories and non-fiction texts. 
Children continue to explore a range of high quality, diverse texts to engage and support pleasure for reading.

Reading Word-level
Children consolidate all phoneme and alternative graphemes in phase 5 and continue to look at spelling patterns, linked to common homophones/Near-homophones, prefixes/suffixes and exception words, tenses, plural nouns and contracted forms. They continue to read tricky exception words and read accurately most words of two or more syllables. They continue to develop reading fluency, without overt segmenting and blending, to allow them to focus on their understanding rather than on decoding individual words. They re-read books, sounding out unfamiliar words accurately, to build up fluency and confidence in word reading. They sound out most unfamiliar words accurately, without undue hesitation.
Reading Comprehension: 
As Spring term objectives 
In books read independently, children can make inferences, a plausible prediction about what might happen on the basis of what has been read so far and continue to make links between the book they are reading and other books they have read 
They develop pleasure in reading, motivation to read, vocabulary and understanding by discussing and clarifying the meanings of words, linking new meanings to known vocabulary. They become increasingly familiar with and retelling a wider range of stories, fairy stories and traditional tales. Children continue to explore a range of high quality, diverse texts to engage and support pleasure for reading.

	Science
	Scientific enquiry skills 

Skills: ask simple questions & recognise that they can be answered in different ways. Observe closely, using simple equipment. Perform simple tests. Use their observations & ideas to suggest answers to questions, look for patterns. Gather & record data to help in answering questions. Build on skills from Y1. Focus on recording findings & learning what a fair test is.

Key activities/events: make gloop. Friction experiments to support prediction skills. Odd one out activity. Walks around the school at different times of the day to gather information. Using microscopes. 

	Uses of everyday materials

Knowledge: identify and compare the suitability of a variety of everyday materials, including wood, metal, plastic, glass, brick, rock, paper and cardboard for particular uses. Find out how the shapes of solid objects made from some materials can be changed by squashing, bending, twisting and stretching.

	Animals, including humans

Knowledge: notice that animals, including humans, have offspring which grow into adults. Find out about and describe the basic needs of animals, including humans, for survival (water, food and air). Describe the importance for humans of exercise, eating the right amounts of different types of food, and hygiene.

Skills: 
Research 
describe, including using diagrams, the life cycle of some animals, including humans, and their growth to adults. Measure/observe how animals, including humans, grow. Show what they know about looking after a baby/animal by creating a parenting/pet owners’ guide.
Explain how development and health might be affected by differing conditions and needs being met/not met.

Vocabulary: offspring, reproduction, growth, child, young, old, exercise, heartbeat, breathing, hygiene, germs, disease

Key activities/events: build on knowledge of animal groups from Y1. Sort animals using own criteria. Study the life cycle of humans & animals. Observe the life cycle of class animal (butterfly). Research & write about nocturnal & endangered animals (link to English). Learning what animals need to survive. Learning about the importance of hygiene & how to stay healthy. 
	Plants:

Knowledge: observe and describe how seeds and bulbs grow into mature plants. Find out and describe how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy.

Skills: 
Observe over time 
spot similarities and difference between bulbs and seeds. Nurture seeds and bulbs into mature plants, identifying the different requirements of different plants.

Vocabulary: as for Y1 + light, shade, sun, warm, cool, water, grow, healthy

Key activities/events: fieldwork around school looking at & sorting types of plants. Recap plant part names & learn about their functions. Compare bulbs & seeds. Recall what plants need to survive & grow well. Grow a bean & keep a bean diary. Experiment about the effects of light on a plant. Predict & observe over time. Look at plants we eat. 
	Living things and their habitats:

Knowledge: explore and compare the differences between things that are living, dead, and things that have never been alive. Identify that most living things live in habitats to which they are suited and describe how different habitats provide for the basic needs of different kinds of animals and plants, and how they depend on each other.

Skills: 
Identifying and classifying
Research 
sort objects into living, dead and never lived. Give key features that mean the animal or plant is suited to its micro-habitat. Explain in simple terms why an animal or plant is suited to a habitat.

Vocabulary: living, dead, never been alive, suited, suitable, basic needs, food, shelter, move, feed, names of local habitats

Key activities/events: recap what makes something living. Sort objects into living, not living & never been alive. Explore habitats in the school environment, including micro-habitats. Explore extreme habitats e.g. desert, arctic, underwater, underground, urban. Look at effects of global warming & deforestation. Recall work linked to animal classification. Understand how animals are suited to their environment. Begin to look at basic adaptation. Consider the pros and cons of zoos. Create their own animal to show understanding of work. 
	Living things and their habitats:

Knowledge: identify and name a variety of plants and animals in their habitats, including microhabitats. Describe how animals obtain their food from plants and other animals, using the idea of a simple food chain, and identify and name different sources of food.

	Painting and Collage
Painting and mixed media: Life in colour
Children develop their colour mixing skills, learn about the work of artist Romare Bearden and create textured papers using paint. Children then compose collages inspired by their exploration of colour and texture in the world around them.


	Sculpting
Children use techniques such as rolling, cutting, moulding, carving and marking using simple tools. They explore the work of Yayoi Kusama and then design and make their own pumpkin. 


	DT Mechanisms: Wheels and Structures 
Children learn about the impact of transport on the environment linked to our Geography London topic. Children create their own moving vehicle using wheels, axles and other moving elements. 




	Sketching skills
Drawing to tell a story
Children build on their skills from Year 1. Using storybook illustration as a stimulus, children develop their mark-making to explore a wider range of tools and experiment with creating texture to add detail to drawings.

DT Food Technology: Preparing a healthy vegetable salad/snack
Children design and create a salad focusing on a healthy and varied diet, linking to science topic of plants


	DT Textiles Sewing skills and puppets 
Children develop basic joining and sewing skills by learning how to thread a needle and completing a running stich. They explore different Victorian toys and design and make a puppet. 
 
	Craft and design

Children are taught to explore and create maps through various art forms including drawing, felt making, printmaking and designing stain glass.

	Computing

	IT – importance and keeping safe and keyboard skills

Children think about how information technology (IT) is being used for good in our lives. With an initial focus on IT in the home, children explore how IT benefits society in places such as shops, libraries, and hospitals. Children discuss the responsible use of technology, and how to make smart choices when using it. Children will also continue to practise keyboard skills and learn new short cuts such as ‘Copy and paste’.

	Multimedia – Photography

Children will learn to recognise that different devices can be used to capture photographs and will gain experience capturing, editing, and improving photos. They will also use this knowledge to recognise that images they see may not be real.

	Programming – Programming bee bots

Children will develop their understanding of instructions in sequences and the use of logical reasoning to predict outcomes. Children will use given commands in different order to investigate how the order affects the outcome. They will also learn about design in programming. They will develop artwork and test it for use in a program, design algorithms and then test those algorithms as programs and debug them.

	Handling data – Representing data

Children will begin to understand what data means and how this can be collected in the form of a tally chart. They will learn the term ‘attribute’ and use this to help them organise data. 	Exporing beat
Focused Composer and piece of music: Bolero by Ravel 

Children combine skills, knowledge and understanding in a practical way using ‘Bolero’ by Ravel as a starting point. They explore beats, instruments and body percussion to create a final musical machine. They develop performance and singing skills, as well as their listening skills by exploring a diverse range of music and songs.

	Exploring texture
Great Fire of London soundscape

Children learn about texture through building a soundscape to tell the story of the Great Fire of London. They will think about the structure of the story that they are telling through composing a beginning, middle and end. 


Exploring tempo through Singing and Performing

Christmas play rehearsal Children will learn about what tempo means and will apply it to rehearsing for the Christmas play. They will focus on singing at the right tempo, following the piano accompaniment together. Children continue to use their voices expressively and creatively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes. Where appropriate they begin to sing in parts and rounds and perform to a wider audience.

Children explore beat and rhythm work using crotchets and quavers. Beginning with on-the-spot actions, followed by stepping the durations, stick notation is introduced and pupils go on to create their own 4-beat patterns, which they will loop creating an accompaniment to perform the rap to.

Children explore pitch through learning about music from Indian culture. Children learn about drones and how they are used in Indian Classical Music. Children learn about ragas and use tuned percussion to compose and perform their own ragas using 2 notes. These compositions are recorded using dot notation.

As children listen to the music, they will imagine the journey of the river through Europe, and make decisions about the scenery and events it passes on its way. They will make a huge piece of art based on the river’s journey and then, borrowing ideas from the composer, invent new music using vocal chants and body percussion.

Gustav Holst’s The Planets

Children experiment with, create, select and combine sounds using Google Music Lab with a focus on understanding timbre. Children will link this to The Planets by Holst, identifying how Holst used different timbres to emotively tell the story of each planet.

	History and Geography
	History: Great Fire of London
Children learn about this significant national event and how life people’s lives were affected by the fire. Children explore how to learn about the past using a range of information, artefacts and evidence. They learn about the causes of the fire, sequencing the main events and describe what the fire might have been like for people at the time. Children learn about the importance of Samuel Pepys and compare his account of the fire with another account, learning about reliability. 
	Children continue to explore the Great Fire of London focusing on consequences using a range of information, artefacts and evidence. They identify how life changed after the fire and the impact and significance of it on life today. 

Geography: The world and the UK
Children review and consolidate their knowledge of different continents and oceans. They learn about the 4 countries that make up the UK, as well as its surrounding seas. They use directional language and learn about capital cities of the UK.  They develop their understanding of atlases/maps, and learn about geographical symbols and how to use a key. The look at pictures and identify  Children learn about the weather in the United Kingdom and the location of hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the equator, and how this is impacted by recent climate changes.  
Key Vocabulary: continents, oceans/sea, capital cities, maps, key, climate, location, weather, equator, atlas, globe, human, physical, global warming 
	Geography: London 
Children continue to explore the 4 countries that make up the UK in terms of location, traditions and weather. Children understand the location of London on a UK map and explore features of their local area (Richmond) as a London borough. Children consolidate their understanding of human and physical features. Children complete simple fieldwork and use observational skills, including directional skills and language. They develop an understanding of a ‘key’ to create a basic map. They also explore different local and London landmarks. Children explore how London differs from another major UK city and compare and contrast human, physical, social and locational elements.
Key Vocabulary: UK countries, seas, borough, capital city, landmarks, human, physical, directions, North, South, East, West, map, key, population  

	Geography: London
Children continue to compare and contrast London and the UK to other European and Non-European places and explore how London differs from another major world city. They compare and contrast human, physical, social, seasonal and locational elements and look at other similarities and differences. They celebrate and learn about the cultural diversity of London and of their own class. Children develop an understanding of migration and themes around diversity and equality. They look at the book ‘Coming to England’ by Floella Benjamin.

History: Local History of Richmond 
Children use photos, maps and other evidence to look at how Richmond has changed since the Victorian times focusing on houses. The look at significant events and people in the local area and explore recounts by people at the time in order to learn about what life was like.

History: The Victorians 
Children learn about what life was like in this period and build on their local history knowledge. They use different sources of information to explore and compare what life was like during the Victorian times, focusing on what schools were like and looking at toys and past times. They identify differences between ways of life and develop their historical enquiry skills.   
	History: The Victorians 
Children continue to explore how life has changed over the time, looking at clothes, communication methods, toys and they explore what life was life for children in a work house. They look at the contributions of significant historical figures such as Florence Nightingale and Mary Seacole. 	Cooperation – Living Value
Define cooperation and search for examples in children’s experiences and in daily life.  Provide activities that require cooperation and invite the children to identify how each person helped to achieve a common goal. Consider what happens when not everyone cooperates.
	Love – Living Value
Define love in light of the statements: ‘I am loveable. I have love inside.’ How can we describe what love on the inside looks like to others?  How will others know that you have love on the inside? Consider a friendship without love.  Can this be called a friendship?
	Respect – Living Value
Define respect in light of the statement: ‘Respect is knowing that I am unique and valuable.’ Explore how we show respect and the importance of respecting ourselves.  Read ‘Something Else’ and question how characters were disrespectful. Consider who we should respect, is it just our friends?
	Simplicity – Living Value
Define simplicity and consider the beauty in the natural world around us, e.g. a pebble, feather or shell.  Discuss how the Earth offers simple solutions, e.g. hibernation.  Provide opportunities for quiet reflection, exploring simplicity within ourselves.
	Happiness – Living Value
Define happiness and reflect on the statement: ‘When I do good things, I am happy with myself.’ Identify examples in everyday life and in stories such as ‘The Chimpanzees of Happy Town.’ Consider how we can influence the happiness of others. Evaluate the impact of our words and deeds. 

	Tolerance – Living Value
Reflect on the values we have explored this year to enable us to define tolerance.  Can we demonstrate tolerance when we or other make mistakes?  What does tolerance look like? Provide examples for the children to explore within role play. 



	
	Unity – Living Value
Define unity by exploring the statement: ‘Unity is fun and makes us feel like a family.’ Focus on the unity of the class to create a sense of belonging. Does being united mean we have to do the same thing? Consider the importance of harmony if we are working towards a shared goal.
	Peace – Living Value
Define peace by reflecting on the statements: ‘Peace is quiet inside. Peace is having good feelings inside.’ Explore the story of ‘Peace at Last’ and discuss different meanings.  Provide a quiet space within the classroom for the children to experience peacefulness.
	Responsibility – Living Value
Define responsibility and reflect on the responsibilities we have at school.  How do these differ from our responsibilities at home?  Discuss the responsibilities that different people around us have.  Explore the statement: ‘Responsibility is trying my best.’   Consider that responsibility is not always about having a specific job to do.
	Humility – Living Value
Define humility by reflecting on the statement: ‘Humility is when I know that I am wonderful but I don’t brag or show off.’ Develop activities for role play where the children can explore how it feels to be in the presence of humility
	Honesty – Living Value
Define honesty in relation to the statement: ‘When I feel honest, I feel clear inside.’ Provide opportunities to reflect upon moments of dishonesty and how it makes us feel inside when we are not truthful.  Examine how truth can be difficult.  Are there moments when honesty may upset someone?  Does that mean we should be dishonest?  Develop an ‘honesty box’.
	Freedom – Living Value
Reflect on the values we have explored this year to enable us to define tolerance.  Can we demonstrate tolerance when we or other make mistakes?  What does tolerance look like? Provide examples for the children to explore within role play.

	
	Children focus on mental health and well-being using different stories, strategies and activities.
The Zones of Regulation are used to support children’s emotional understanding, regulation and well-being.
Children explore different tools and strategies to build up their emotional toolkit and use this to manage their feelings and emotions.  

	
	The statements in italics are additional and non-statutory but are recommended by the PSHE Association. 
Notice that animals, including humans, have offspring which grow into adults.
Describe the importance for humans of exercise, eating the right amounts of different types of food, and hygiene.
Learn about change and loss and the associated feelings (including moving home, losing toys, pets or friends).  
Learn about the process of growing from young to old and how people’s needs change.
Learn about growing and changing and new opportunities and responsibilities that increasing independence may bring.
Identify and respect the differences and similarities between people.
Recognise when people are being unkind either to them or others, how to respond, who to tell and what to say.
Listen to other people and play and work cooperatively (including strategies to resolve simple arguments through negotiation).
Recognise different types of teasing and bullying, and understand that these are wrong and unacceptable.
Learn strategies to resist teasing or bullying, if they experience or witness it, whom to go to and how to get help.
Share their opinions on things that matter to them and explain their views through discussions with one other person and the whole class.
