Planning Principles at Sheen Mount Primary School

· Teachers and children recap learning at the beginning of each lesson using Flashback4. Teachers use the White Rose resources but must adapt to suit the class’ needs e.g. include what you know your class needs to work on. 

· Teachers and children discuss their ‘learning journey’ and recap of previous learning/lessons covered and where they are heading. 

· Children are introduced to new vocabulary and learning during the teacher input. During this time, formative assessment will be used and misconceptions will be addressed. 

· Children use manipulatives to ensure the understanding of new concepts (concrete-pictorial-abstract (CPA) approach) in all year groups to allow deep, sustainable learning for all. 

· Children demonstrate their understanding of maths concepts in different ways- draw it, show it (using manipulatives), prove it and explain it. 

· Children using the correct, precise mathematical vocabulary when explaining their maths in STEM sentences and throughout lessons. This is on display on maths working walls. 

· Children working on the same independent questions; a combination of fluency, problem solving and reasoning. (However, adapt accordingly for pupils unable to fully access the same learning as others. e.g. All pupils working on 3 digit x 1 digit and one pupil working on 1 digit x 1 digit but using the same resources and the same CPA.)

· Reasoning and problem solving is evident within your lessons and books through a range of reasoning and problem solving questions and activities. (This needs to be modelled to all children in all year groups.)

· Children understand and can explain what reasoning and problem solving is. e.g. I know this because… 

· Children self- correct and or respond to verbal feedback throughout the lesson using a different colour pen or pencil.

· Children are given opportunities to practise and use their arithmetic skills and apply them in different contexts.

· Teachers use small steps between and within lessons to maintain appropriate pace. 

· Teachers assess at every step of the lesson through highly effective questioning. Teachers plan deliberately engineered activities to elicit what pupils know and can remember. 

· Teachers quickly identify children who are struggling within the lesson and use targeted support.

· [bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]Teachers ensure that they work with pupils who have the greatest needs e.g. PPG and SEND more frequently than TAs. 

· Teachers ensure the progression of concepts between year groups.

· Teachers use White Rose assessments at the end of taught units. These are used to directly feedback into teaching and learning.
